Fellows shall be ready to balance 3-way accountabilities - to their organisation, to SAAK working
and state committees and to the funding organisation (SOCHARA).
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About SAAK: SAAK brings together more than 30 different workers unions (garment workers, beedi
workers, construction workers, sex workers, sanitation workers, migrant workers), rights-based civil
society organizations (women, adivasis, dalits, persons with disabilities, gender and sexual minorities,
urban poor, rural poor, farmers), health researchers and so on with the demand for health for all.
